It is an exciting invasion game
that introduces new challenges to both sighted and vision-
impaired players.

Sitting Volleyball - A Paralympics sport for players for
whom standing volleyball may not be an option. As all
players remain seated during play, sitting volleyball is an
excellent inclusion game.

Polybat - An accessible version of table tennis, particularly
useful for young people who have coordination and control
impairments. Polybat can also be used to introduce
younger children to table tennis.

Table Cricket — a dynamic table version of cricket for
players of all abilities, but specifically those with complex or
higher support needs. It retains the three main elements of
cricket — batting, bowling and fielding.
